You will see the step pyramid in Sakkara, which is the royal burial-ground during the Old Kingdom (2705-2155 BC). There are so many periods showing that Sakkara could almost be a book, in whose pages the story of Egyptian civilization through the Pharaonic, Greek and Roman periods is told, Discoveries are still being made today.
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The Step Pyramid: The first proper pyramid, built for king Zoser in the 27th, Century BC by the architect Imhotep.
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The Pyramid of Unas: Noted for its funerary chamber covered with mortuary literature called the pyramid Texts”.

The Serapeum: Famous for the tombs of the sacred Bull, Apis. 

King Menes built Memphis the oldest capital of Egypt and you will also see the colossal statue of Ramses II, the most beautiful representation of him is exhibited in the museum, and the temple for embalming the sacred Bull, Apis, and the Alabaster Sphinx.

Enjoy a full day excursion to the small coastal town of Rosetta (Rashid) once Egypt's primary Mediterranean port, to see [image: image1.jpg]


beautiful 17th-19th century houses and the 2nd largest concentration of Islamic monuments outside of Cairo, including dozens of Ottoman mosques. It was in Rosetta in 1799 that French soldiers discovered the Rosetta Stone, a 2nd century BC basalt slab inscribed with ancient hieroglyphs, demotic Egyptian, and Greek script. French professor, Jean-Francois Champollion later deciphered the hieroglyphs by comparison with the Greek text and unlocked the secret of the ancient Egyptian language.

In the morning, you will be picked up in an air-conditioned vehicle from your hotel  accompanied by our guide, you will be taken to Rosetta ( Rashid ) .
Rosetta is considered as a large open-air museum for Islamic architecture. The great number of Islamic monuments found here does not exist in any other city, except for Cairo. 
* National Museum of Rosetta : This is one of the most famous houses in Rosetta, and the biggest. It dates back to the 18th century and was the residential house of Arab Killy who was an Ottoman governor of the city. 
It consists of 4 floors:
1-The ground floor, which includes:A storehouse with cross-vaulted ceiling ,A cistern , A “Sabil” (or fountain)
 2-The 2nd floor, reserved for the men, which includes:  

A courtyard, surrounded by a number of rooms with windows of iron grills, below holes of Maaqali turning
 3-The 3rd floor, the domain of the women, which includes:
A courtyard, surrounded by a number of rooms with windows of iron grills
The Al-Aghany , this room contains a beautiful cupboard, inlaid with mother-of-pearl
 4-The 4th floor, which includes:
The flat roof 
· Qaitbay Citadel that was build By Sultan al-Ashraf Abu Al-Nasr Al-Mahmoudi Bey in year 1477.
